This year marks the beginning of the Reformation in Europe Five hundred Years 

ago. Saint John Paul 11 pointed  out that Martin Luther was very serious about his 

Religion and we Catholics should not condemn him outright. Pope Francis in 

November of last  year went to Sweden to join the Lutherans for the official 

opening of this 500 th  anniversary Year. The Archbishops of Canterbury and York in 

a recent public statement this week said: “Many will also remember the lasting 

damage done five centuries ago to t he unity of the Church, in defiance of the clear 

command of Jesus Christ to unity in love.  

Reflection  What am I able to do to promote Christian Unity?

If we have experienced his love, we cannot in our turn fail to love. We will enter, 

with courage, wherever there is division, conflict and hatred, so as to bring 

harmony, peace and unity. Love allows our heart to  leap over every obstacle, to 

make direct contact with others, striving to understand, share and find solutions 

together. This is not just something optional. Unity has to be sought whatever the 

cost, without letting ourselves be blocked by false prudence,  difficulties or 

possible clashes. 

This seems to be pressing above all in the field of Christian unity. The Word of 

Life has been chosen this month, when we celebrate the Week of Prayer for 

Christian Unity, precisely so that it can be lived by Christians o f different 

Churches and communities. It should make us all feel urged, by the love of Christ, 

to go towards one another, and so rebuild unity.
